4. Parking is separate from booth area, and vehicles are not allowed in booth area for loading and unloading.  Handcarts and dollies are recommended to aid in setup and teardown.
5. Booths must remain open for the duration of the event.  Early teardown is not permitted.

6. It is your responsibility to keep your area clean and take your garbage to the dumpster.  You will need to bring your own garbage cans.
7. Vendors will not be allowed to sublet their space.

8. Your signature confirms that you agree to abide by all Festival rules and procedures.  Failure to abide by rules and procedures will jeopardize future involvement with the Santa Maria Valley Discovery Museum.
